ORDINANCE # 2020-05

An Ordinance Implementing Supplemental Stormwater Design Standards for the Town of James
Island

Whereas, the Town of James Island in recent years has experienced an increase in flooding, storm
surge, tidal and rain events; and

Whereas, the Town recognizes that these events will continue and become more frequent and thus
seeks to effectively manage stormwater today and in the future; and

Whereas, the Town of James Island has an intergovernmental agreement with Charleston County
to manage the Town’s Stormwater Program which includes adhering to the County’s Stormwater
Design Manual; and

Whereas, the Town seeks to further manage stormwater within its jurisdiction by placing
supplemental design requirements on new development and redevelopment within the Town;

Therefore, the Mayor and Council Members of the Town of James Island, South Carolina, duly
assembled on April 16, 2020, adopts the following Supplemental Stormwater Design Standards
Manual as reflected in Exhibit A, attached, to be incorporated within Section 51 of the Town of
James Island Code of Ordinances.

Effective Date: This Ordinance shall become effective upon its enactment by the James Island
Town Council upon Second Reading.
